Professor Liu Jun is currently serving as the President of the City University of Macau. He previously held
the position of Vice President at Stony Brook University in New York, Georgia State University, and the
University of Arizona in the United States. He is also the Chair of the International Research Foundation for
English Language Education (TIRF), Vice President of the World Chinese Language Teaching Association,
and a board member of the American Association of International Education Administrators (AIEA).

Professor Liu is a world-renowned expert in applied linguistics and intercultural communication, with over
40 years of experience in English language teaching. In 2006, he was elected President of TESOL
International Association—the first non-native English speaker to hold this position since the or
ganization's founding. In 2016, he received TESOL's highest honor: the TESOL Lifetime Achievement
Award. Professor Liu earned his Ph.D. from the Foreign and Second Language Education Program by The
Ohio State University in 1996.

His research interests include educational philosophy and pedagogical innovation, the influence of
sociocultural factors on language instruction, education policy development, and intercultural
communication. He has published more than 20 academic monographs and over 100 scholarly papers. He
also led the development of the Standards for Teachers of Chinese to Speakers of Other Languages,
commissioned by China’s Hanban (Office of Chinese Language Council International), and authored two
best-selling books: Chinese Children Learn English and Online English Teachers’ Handbook.

Course Description: The Applied English Certificate Program is designed to help students improve their
English language proficiency and practical communication skills to meet the demands of academic, workplace,
and international communication.

Student Pass Procedures and Application Timeline

In accordance with the requirements of Singapore's Immigration and Checkpoints Authority (ICA), all
international students must hold a valid Student Pass throughout their full-time studies in Singapore. NSTC
will apply for the Student Pass on behalf of admitted international students. The Student Pass application
process typically takes about four weeks. Applicants are therefore strongly encouraged to submit their
admissions application at least eight weeks before the start of their intended intake.

A. Studying in Singapore: Student Pass Information:

1. All international learners shall ensure that they hold a valid Student Pass in Singapore for the purpose of
their education.

2. Any changes in the passport information or residence should be made known to Immigration and
Checkpoints Authority of Singapore within 14 days of the change via the following link:
https://www.ica.gov.sg/reside/STP/change-address.

3. All Student Pass holders must ensure that their attendance is above 90%.

4. Student Pass holders are only eligible to study in Singapore with valid student passes.

5. All Student Pass holders can only study the corresponding programs of NSTC as stated in the Student
Pass application.

6. Student Pass holders shall not commit any criminal acts.

If the Student Pass holder violates the above terms, the Immigration and Checkpoints Authority of Singapore
will cancel the Student Pass and the student will be required to leave Singapore. Ifthe Student Pass holder
fails to meet the attendance requirements, NSTC will report to the Immigration and Checkpoints Authority
of Singapore.

Student Pass Application and Collection

Student services department is responsible for monitoring Student Pass application status. Upon receipt of
the application result from the Immigration and Checkpoints Authority, student services department will
convey the result to the relevant program consultants to notify the student. For new international students,
the program consultant or sales director will inform their respective designated agency so that they can
inform the students in a timely manner.

Students must ensure their contact information is kept up to date with NSTC and that they can be
contacted at any time.

For new and progressing international students, NSTC has appointed service providers to assist them with
medical examinations and student pass collection.

On the day of registration, international students will be briefed on the arrangements for medical

examinations and collection of Student Pass, and will be reminded again of the relevant Singapore laws:
International students are not permitted to engage in any form of paid or unpaid work or participate in
corporate practice/internship programs while holding a student pass. On the day of registration, they will
also be briefed on the attendance requirements during their studies and the importance of holding a valid
pass at all times (e.g. be aware of the expiry date of the Student Pass or Visitor Pass).

For a current student, once his/her Student Pass renewal is approved, student services department will brief
on terms and conditions of uploading the Student Pass form and the experience report (if applicable) via the
website of the Immigration and Checkpoints Authority. Students will be advised to bring the In-Principle
Approval (IPA), passport and passport-sized photos with them to apply for their Student Passes at the
Immigration and Checkpoints Authority (online appointment required). If the renewal application is denied,
the student services department will advise the student to take alternative options, such as submitting an
appeal to the Immigration and Checkpoints Authority, or re-enroll by choosing an alternative program of
study.
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C. Terms and Conditions of Student Pass

* Students shall comply with the Immigration Act in force in Singapore and any statutes made thereunder or
any such acts and provisions as amended or re-enacted by law.

* Students are obliged to abide by Singapore's legislation. After the expiry of the Student Pass, the student is
not allowed to stay in Singapore. Cancelled student pass is to be surrendered to NSTC 4 days from the date
of completion or termination of the program.

* The student shall not engage in any activity that is inconsistent with the purpose for which the Student
Pass was issued.

* In Singapore, chewing gum, eating and consuming alcohol after 10pm, jaywalking and smoking in restricted
areas are illegal. Violations of such provisions usually result in statutory penalties such as fines.

* (Form 14) Students shall be aware that: If, in the opinion of the Immigration and Checkpoints Authority
officers, the student or any of his/her family members has breached any of the above terms and conditions
or become an undesirable entrant or a person who is prohibited from entering Singapore, the college will
cancel his/her Entry Permit and his/her family member's Entry Permit, and the student and his/her family
member may be required to leave Singapore within 24 hours of the cancellation of the Permit *.

EduTrust

NSTC has been awarded the 4 year EduTrust, and has in place the Fee Protection Scheme (FPS)
and Standard PEI Student Contract.

NSTC Fee Protection Scheme

Under the Fee Protection Scheme, NSTC has insurance arrangements to ensure the tuition fees paid by
students to NSTC are underwritten by Lonpac Insurance Bhd, appointed by SSG. In the event that a private
education institution (PEI) is unable to continue to operate due to bankruptcy or closure by regulatory
requirements, the tuition fees paid by students are protected by the scheme.

In addition, the Fee Protection Scheme provides protection to students in the event that a private education
institution fails to pay a fine or refund tuition fees to students pursuant to a judgment against it by a
Singapore court. The Fee Protection Scheme is mandatory for all local and international students enrolled in
programs at private education institutions seeking EduTrust accreditation. The Fee Protection Scheme
applies to all programs longer than 1 month or 50 credit hours.

NSTC Medical Insurance

NSTC arranges medical insurance for all its International Student Pass holders. The medical insurance covers
inpatient, outpatient and related treatment coverage for the entire duration of the program. AlA Singapore
Private Limited has been appointed as NSTC's medical insurance provider.

NSTC Student Contract

All students (local/international) must sign a student contract with NSTC as part of the admissions
process. NSTC adopts the Standard PEI Student Contract by SSG.
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Withdrawal and Refund Policy
Refund due to program not commencing as scheduled

1. In the event of any of the following situations, NSTC will notify the student in writing within
three (3) working days of becoming aware of the event (each referred to as a " Refund Event " ):

(a) It cannot commence the provision of the Course on the Course Commencement Date;
b) It cannot complete the provision of the Course by the Course Completion Date;

(

(c) The Course will be terminated before the Course Completion Date;

(d) The Student does not meet the course entry or matriculation requirements as stated in Schedule A; or
(

e) The Immigration & Checkpoints Authority of Singapore (the "ICA ") rejects the Student's application for
the Student Pass.

2. In the events concerning Refund Clause1(a)to(c)occurs:

(a) NSTC shall use reasonable efforts to make alternative study arrangements for the Student and shall
propose such alternative study arrangements in writing to the Contracting Party, within ten (10) working
days of informing the Contracting Party of the Refund Event.

(b) If the Contracting Party accepts such alternative study arrangements, NSTC shall set forth such
alternative study arrangements in a written contract and this Contract shall automatically terminate on the
date that such new written contract comes into effect.

(c) If NSTC does not propose alternative study arrangements to the Contracting Party within the time
stipulated in Clause 2 (a) above, or the Contracting Party does not accept such alternative study
arrangements, the Contracting Party may forthwith terminate this Contract by way of a written notice to
NSTC.

3. Where any of the Refund Events in Clauses 1 (d) to (e) has occurred, NSTC shall forthwith terminate this
Contract by way of a written notice to the Contracting Party.

4. If the Contract is terminated pursuant to Clause 2 (b) read with Clause 1 (a), NSTC shall refund all Course
Fees and Miscellaneous Fees paid by the Contracting Party within seven(7)working days of the termination.

5. If the Contract is terminated pursuant to Clause 2 (b) read with either Clause 1 (b) or Clause 1 (c), NSTC
shall refund the Course Fees and Miscellaneous Fees in proportion to the uncompleted portion or duration
of the Course, whichever is higher, to the Contracting Party within seven (7) working days of the termination.

6. If the Contract is terminated pursuant to Clause 3 or Clause 2 (c) read with Clause 1 (a), NSTC shall
refund all Course Fees and Miscellaneous Fees paid by the Contracting Party within seven (7) working days
of the termination.

7. If the Contract is terminated pursuant to Clause 2 (c) read with either Clause 1 (b) or Clause 1 (c), NSTC
shall refund the Course Fees and Miscellaneous Fees in proportion to the uncompleted portion or duration
of the Course, whichever is higher, to the Contracting Party within seven (7) working days of the
termination.

8. Withdrawal During Cooling-Off Period:

Notwithstanding anything herein contained, the Contracting Party shall be entitled to, without any liability
whatsoever to NSTC, forthwith terminate the Contract at any time within the Cooling-Off Period (10
calendar days) by way of a written notice to NSTC. NSTC shall return all Course Fees and Miscellaneous
Fees paid to it within seven (7) working days of the receipt of the written notice.

9. Withdrawal After Cooling-Off Period:

Without prejudice to Clauses 1 to 8 above, the Contracting Party may terminate the Contract at any time
before the Course Completion Date by providing a written notice to the PEI. Upon receipt of such notice,
NSTC shall within seven (7) working days, refund to the Contracting Party such amount (if any) as
determined in accordance with Schedule A.
